Attorney Herrold received an email from an Attorney representing Marlette Thomas. Marlette
would like to merge his 2 parcels together. Attorney Herrold will tell Marlette that he needs to
do a reverse subdivision.

Attorney Steve Hovis is working on the documents for the refinancing bond for the Sewer
Authority. The reimbursement agreement will be presented to Jefferson Borough on August 1,
2016 and to the Sewer Authority on August 3, 2016. The Supervisors will pass the ordinance on
August 10, 2016.

The bills were presented to the Board. Charlie made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by
Lamar. The motion carried. Vote 2-0.
