The current subdivision fee rate was discussed of which
there is a 20,00 filing fee plus #10.00 per acre with the subdivider
paying the county fee of $35.00, A new proposal was discussed which
will be $35.00 filing fee plus $25.00 per acre plus the York
County fee. For more than three lots, the filing fee would be
#5100,00 plus 525.00 per acre., It was discussed to have a 335.00
asricultural filing fee.

The meeting was adjourned on a motion made by Richard
ragimore and seconded by fordon Snyder,
