The Board reviewed the automobile insurance deductibles and cost figures 
and decided to keep the deductibles now in force until the renewal �ate.

The resurfacing of Shaffers Church Road took less material than was bid. 
The Board decided to use the balance of the materials and work bid to 
resurface Shafer Road as far as it will reach. This work wil1 need to 

be approved by the State.

This motion passed.
