After numerous calls to CSXT 
and PennDotr the property owners haven't gotten any cooperation from either and wanted to know if the Township could do anything to solve the problems. The railroad company tells Mr. Dellacoletta that the riight-of-way for the 
railroad is 60 ft. and that the water line was installed under the tracks with 
out permission from PSXT, and that the utility pole is on the railroads ROA. 

Although the Board sympathizes with the new owners of the property, there is 
nothing the Township can do about their problems.
