Goldie Day made a motion to pay full-time regular employees three (3) days pay for a death in the immediate family (parent, spouse, child, sister, brother, grandparent or grandchild) and one (1) day for an in-law, aunt or uncle. James Bailey seconded this motion. This motion carried. 
Goldie Day made a motion to request the Board of Auditors to set the rate of pay for Supervisors working as Roadmasters at $13.75 per hour with time and one-half for all hours worked in excess of 8 hours per day, seconded by James Bailey. This motion carried.
