The Codorus Township Board of Supervisors met in regular session on Thursday, August 7, 1997
at 7:30 P.M. in the township building. Board members present were: [.amar Glatfelter, James Bailey
and Goldie Day. Others present were Tim Steger, Marsha McKnight, Rick Sechrist, Irvin Rappoldt,
Charles Wheat, John Kovach, Ken Baumgart, William Myers, Dave Rehbein and Mrs. Richard
Garver.

Chairman Glatfelter called the meeting with the Pledge. The minutes were approved as written. The
treasurer’s report was presented to the Board.

Irvin Rappoldt, Zoning Officer, reported that he met with George Williams and Mr. Wetzel (new
owner of Folmer’s Market) regarding the parking at the store. It was agreed by all parties that there
will be one entrance from the State Route 216 and also one exit from the Eastern end of the parking
lot onto Route 216. Traffic can move both ways on Glenville Road. Barriers will be put up to
prevent entering the parking lot/gas pumps except at one entrance. Curbs will also be put in front
to prevent parking and a side entrance will be opened up for store deliveries.
