The Codorus Township Board of Supervisors met in regular session on June 5, 2003 at
7:30 P.M. Board members present were Brian Baer, Lamar Glatfelter and Goldie Day.

Others present were Cecile Fetters, Charles Wheat, Irvin Rappoldt, Marlette Thomas,
John Kovach, Franklin Barrick, Mr. & Mrs. Frank Barrick and April Rehbein.

Chairman Baer called the meeting to order.

The minutes of May 14" were approved with two corrections. (1) The roadmaster was
not told to go ahead with the work at the Byers property at the end of Shaffers Church

Rd:, but to discuss the problem further and (2) 400 ft. of pipe would be needed for the
Keiser dry hydrant, not 240 ft.

The treasurer’s report was presented to the Board members.

There were no public comments.

Recon was down
and did bores on Shaffers Church Road. No report from them yet.
