recommended she call Bill Deal and have a perc test done. 

Bill Fogle was told to check on the Holewinski property on Buffalo Valley Rd. there is at 

least 2 junk cars and could be more hidden in the weeds. 

The Glen Rock Church of Christ sent a written request to combine the twO parcels owned 

by the church. Irvin Rappoldt made a motion to combine the two parcels, seconded by 

Charles Wehrly. The motion carried. Vote 3-0. 

The bills were presented to the Board. Irvin Rappoldt made a motion to pay the bills, 

seconded by Lamar Glatfelter. The notion carried. Vote 3-0. 

Irvin Rappoldt made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:55 P.M. seconded by Lamar 

Glatfelter.
