The Zoning
Hearing Board granted the special exception. In the Zoning Hearing Boards decision #12
it states that a gravity line leading to the plant will be located within the agricultural zone.
The Zoning Hearing Board concluded that the location of the gravity line in the
agricultural zone is not a violation of Section 1007 (7) of the Codorus Township Zoning
Ordinance. The Zoning Hearing Board approved the location of the plant and the lines.
Neither Robert Rebert nor the Board of Supervisors appealed the decision of_ thc Zoning
Hearing Board. Therefore the Board of Supervisors are bound by the decision of the

Zoning Hearing Board.
